(AIDS) since it was first recognized in 1981,[1]  making the pandemic one of the
most destructive in recorded history.

HIV is typically transmitted through sex or intravenous drug use, and is often
associated with marginalized groups such as gay men, drug users and sex
workers. For these reasons, and also because of fears of contagion, people living

with HIV are frequently subjected to stigma and discrimination.[2]  Publicity
campaigns around the world have aimed to counter HIV-related prejudices and
misconceptions and to replace them with an accurate understanding that helps to
prevent new infections. These efforts have been aided by various celebrities Ñ
including American basketball star Magic Johnson and South African judge
